
 Vaccine Rule 18(b) states that all of the decisions of the special masters will be made1

available to the public unless the decisions contain trade secrets or commercial or financial
information that is privileged or confidential, or the decisions contain medical or similar information
the disclosure of which clearly would constitute an unwarranted invasion of privacy.  Within 14 days
of the filing of a decision or substantive order with the Clerk of the Court, a party may identify and
move for the redaction of privileged or confidential information before the document’s public
disclosure. 
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DECISION1

On March 13, 2006, Linda Veneman (“petitioner”), filed a petition for

compensation alleging that she suffered certain injuries as a result of receiving a

vaccination.  Among the injuries petitioner alleged that she had suffered as a result of

receiving a trivalent influenza vaccination was serum sickness.  She sought an award

under the National Vaccine Injury Compensation Program, National Vaccine Injury



 The National Vaccine Injury Compensation Program is set forth in Part 2 of the National2

Childhood Vaccine Injury Act of 1986, Pub. L. No. 99-660, 100 Stat. 3755, codified as amended,
42 U.S.C. §§ 300aa-1 to -34 (2000 & Supp. II 2003) (Vaccine Act or the Act).  All citations in this
decision to individual sections of the Vaccine Act are to 42 U.S.C.A. § 300aa.

Pursuant to Vaccine Rule 11(a), entry of judgment is expedited by the parties’ joint filing3

of notice renouncing the right to seek review.

Compensation Program  (the Act or the Program).   42 U.S.C. §§ 300aa-1 to -34 (2000 &2

Supp. II 2003). 

On July 17, 2008, counsel for both parties filed a stipulation, stating that a decision

should be entered awarding compensation and that the parties had also reached an

agreement regarding attorneys’ fees and costs.  The parties stipulated that petitioner shall

receive the following compensation:

A lump sum of $ 85,000.00 in the form of a check payable to petitioner.  This

amount represents compensation for all damages that would be available under 42

U.S.C. §300aa-15(a) to which petitioner would be entitled . . . .

 

Stipulation ¶ 8(a).

The parties further stipulated that they had reached the following agreement with

respect to attorneys’ fees:

A lump sum of $30,250.00 in the form of a check payable to petitioner and

petitioner’s attorney, Jay A. Bansal, for attorneys’ fees and costs.  In

accordance with General Order No. 9, petitioner represents that she incurred

$250.00 in out-of-pocket expenses in proceeding on the petition, which is

included in this sum.

Stipulation ¶8(b).

The undersigned approves the requested amount for petitioner’s compensation. 

Accordingly, an award should be made in the form of a check payable to petitioner in the

amount of $85,000.00.  In the absence of a motion for review filed pursuant to RCFC

Appendix B, the clerk of the court SHALL ENTER JUDGMENT in accordance with

the terms of the parties’ stipulation.  3

The undersigned also approves the requested amount for attorneys’ fees and costs

as reasonable.  Accordingly, an award should be made in the form of a check payable



Pursuant to Vaccine Rule 11(a), entry of judgment is expedited by the parties’ joint filing4

of notice renouncing the right to seek review.

jointly to petitioner and Mr. Jay Bansal in the amount of $30,250.00.  In the absence of a

motion for review filed pursuant to RCFC Appendix B, the clerk of the court SHALL

ENTER JUDGMENT in accordance with the terms of the parties’ stipulation.  4

IT IS SO ORDERED.
