DECISION1

On December 29, 2008 petitioner filed petitioner’s Motion for Attorney’s Fees and Costs
for a total request of fees and costs in the amount of $34,176.04.  P Motion for Attorney’s Fees
and Costs, filed Dec. 29, 2008 ($27,754.35 in fees, $4,634.13 in costs paid, $1,787.56 in costs
outstanding).
