ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND COSTS DECISION1

CAMPBELL-SMITH, Special Master

On April 26, 2010, the undersigned issued a decision denying entitlement to

compensation and dismissing this case under the National Vaccine Injury Compensation

Program.   On June 7, 2010, petitioner filed her application for attorney fees and costs in2

  Vaccine Rule 18(b) provides that all of the decisions of the special masters will1

be made available to the public unless an issued decision contains trade secrets or

commercial or financial information that is privileged or confidential, or the decision

contains medical or similar information the disclosure of which clearly would constitute

an unwarranted invasion of privacy.

this matter.    On July 12, 2010, petitioner made an oral motion to reduce her fees request,3

and respondent indicated that she would not object to the new requested amount.

The undersigned finds that this petition was brought in good faith and that there

existed a reasonable basis for the claim.  Therefore, an award for fees and costs is

appropriate, pursuant to 42 U.S.C. § 300aa-15(b) and (e)(1).  Further, the proposed

amount seems reasonable and appropriate.  Accordingly, the undersigned awards a

lump sum of $7,016.12  in the form of a check payable jointly to petitioner, Cyndi4

Nix, and petitioner's counsel, Williams Love O'Leary & Powers P.C., for

petitioner’s attorneys’ fees and costs.

In the absence of a timely-filed motion for review filed pursuant to Appendix B of

the Rules of the U.S. Court of Federal Claims, the clerk of the court shall enter judgment

in accordance herewith.5
