Petitioners Deanna and Scott Gromowski, as parents and natural guardians of their son
lan Gromowski, filed an application for attorneys’ fees and costs on November 3, 2010. The
Court awards the amount to which respondent has not objected.

Petitioners claimed that the hepatitis B vaccine caused an adverse reaction and received
compensation based upon the parties’ stipulation. Decision, filed October 26, 2010. Because

Petitioners seek a total of $44,475.00 in attorneys’ fees and costs for petitioner’s counsel.
Additionally, petitioners filed a statement of costs in compliance with General Order No. 9,
stating that they incurred no litigation costs while pursuing this claim. Respondent stated that
she had no objection to this application for attorneys’ fees and costs.

After reviewing the request, the court awards $44,475.00 in attorneys’ fees and other
litigation costs. The court thanks the parties for their cooperative efforts in resolving this matter.
