DECISION

Thisis an action seeking an award under the National Vaccine Injury Compensation
Program (see 42 U.S.C. § 300aa-10 et seq.?) on account of an injury suffered by Patricia Rosselli.

On October 16, 2006, counsel for both parties filed a stipulation, stipulating that a decision
should be entered granting compensation. The parties stipulated that petitioner shall receive the
following compensation:

A lump sum of $ 375,000.00 in the form of a check payable to the petitioner, Patricia
Rossdlli.

Under the statute governing the Program, as well as the “Vaccine Rules’ adopted by this
court, the special master must now enter a decision endorsing that stipulation, and the clerk must
enter judgment, in order to authorize payment of the award. See § 300aa-12(d)(3)(A) and (e)(3); 8
