On August 2, 2010, petitioner orally informed the 
undersigned’s law clerk that application was revised and she now requested a total of $26,401.00 
in attorneys’ fees and costs, consisting of $21,000.00 in attorneys’ fees and $5,401.00 in attorneys’ 
costs.  Respondent has indicated that she will not object to the revised amount requested.  In 
compliance with General Order #9, petitioner states that she has not incurred any expenses.  The
